that the pay and expenses of the troops ordergthte Active Duty shall be paid as
provided in Sections 33-7-313, 33-7-315 and 33-94lfl that all cost will be
reimbursed as authorized by Section 33-15-307(4J{gMississippi Emergency Act
of 1995, Mississippi Code of 1972, which provides,part, that the Disaster
Assistance Trust Fund may be used for “supp@mtther state under the provisions
of the Emergency Management Assistance Compact”;

that the State of Florida shall reimburse the Stfkississippi pursuant to the terms
of the Emergency Management Assistance Compact.
